O.T. Lesson:  Isaiah 30: 15-17  This is what the Sovereign Lord, the Holy One of Israel, says:  

“In repentance and rest is your salvation, in quietness and trust is your strength, but you would 

have none of it.  You said, ‘No, we will flee on horses.’ Therefore you will flee!  You said, ‘We 

will ride off on swift horses.’  Therefore your pursuers will be swift!  A thousand will flee at the 

threat of one; at the threat of five you will all flee away, till you are left like a flagstaff on a 

mountaintop, like a banner on a hill.”   
 
Epistle Lesson:  Romans 8: 31b-39  “If God is for us, who can be against us?  He who did not 

spare His own Son, but gave Him up for us all – how will He not also, along with Him, 

graciously give us all things?  Who will bring any charge against those whom God has chosen?  

It is God who justifies.  Who is he that condemns?  Christ Jesus, who died – more than that, who 

was raised to life - is at the right hand of God and is also interceding for us. 

 Who shall separate us from the love of Christ?  Shall trouble or hardship or persecution or 

famine or nakedness or danger or sword?  As it is written, “For Your sake we face death all day 

long; we are considered as sheep to be slaughtered.”  No, in all these things we are more than 

conquerors through Him who loved us.  For I am convinced that neither death nor life, neither 

angels nor demons, neither the present nor the future, nor any powers, neither height nor depth, 

nor anything else in all creation, will be able to separate us from the love of God that is in Christ 

Jesus our Lord.” 

 

Gospel Lesson:  Luke 12: 35-40  “Be dressed ready for service and keep your lamps burning, 

like men waiting for their master to return from a wedding banquet, so that when he comes and 

knocks they can immediately open the door for him.  It will be good for those servants whose 

master finds them watching when he comes.  I tell you the truth, he will dress himself to serve, 

will have them recline at the table and will come and wait on them.  It will be good for those 

servants whose master finds them ready, even if he comes in the second or third watch of the 

night.  But understand this: If the owner of the house had known at what hour the thief was 

coming, he would not have let his house be broken into.  You also must be ready, because the 

Son of Man will come at an hour when you do not expect Him.” 
 
Confession of Faith:  Nicene Creed  -----   I believe in one God, the Father Almighty, maker of 

heaven and earth and of all things visible and invisible. 

 And in one Lord Jesus Christ, the only-begotten Son of God, begotten of His Father before 

all worlds, God of God, Light of Light, Very God of Very God, Begotten, not made, being of one 

substance with the Father, by whom all things were made; Who for us men and for our salvation 

came down from heaven and was incarnate by the Holy Spirit of the Virgin Mary and was made 

man; And was crucified also for us under Pontius Pilate.  He suffered and was buried; And the 

third day He rose again according to the Scriptures; And ascended into heaven, And sits on the 

right hand of the Father; And He shall come again with glory to judge both the living and the 

dead; Whose kingdom will have no end. 



 And I believe in the Holy Spirit, The Lord and Giver of life, Who proceeds from the Father 

and the Son, Who with the Father and the Son together is worshiped and glorified, Who spoke by 

the prophets.  And I believe one Holy Christian and Apostolic church.  I acknowledge one 

baptism for the remission of sins, And I look for the resurrection of the dead, and the life of the 

world to come.
