P: There was only one source of hope    C: It was through the action of the only True Son! 

P: God alone can redeem His people   C: He alone can pay the price for our sin! 

P: Paying for our sin could only be done  C:  If the perfect sacrifice was given on our behalf! 

P: Jesus Christ is the One True Savior C: The One who brought salvation to those bound in sin.

P: I call on you, O God, for You will answer me;  C:  Give ear to me and hear my prayer. 

P: Show the wonders of Your great love, C:  You who save by Your right hand those who take  

 refuge in You from their foes.   

P: Keep me as the apple of Your eye; C: Hide me in the shadow of Your wings from the wicked 

 who assail me, from my mortal enemies who surround me. 

ALL: Glory be to the Father, and to the Son, and to the Holy Spirit, as it was in the beginning, is  

 now and ever shall be, world without end.  Amen. 

 

Collect: Almighty and everlasting God, You despise nothing You have made and You have 

willingly devised a Plan which depended entirely upon the Work of Your Son alone, help us 

gracious Lord to trust in You and place our hope in the One True Savior that You have sent into 

the world on our behalf; through Jesus Christ, Your Son, our Lord who lives and reigns with You 

and the Holy Spirit, one God now and forever.
